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XV International Sacred Music Festival “Silver Bells”
January 12 – 14, 2024, Daugavpils (Latvia)

1. Organizers of the Festival are Daugavpils City Council and Daugavpils Unity House. Festival takes place once in two years.

2. Participants of the Festival – Choirs, Orchestras, Ensembles and soloists. 

3. Competition of choirs, vocal ensembles and choir conductors. During the Festival, a competition of amateur vocal ensembles, amateur choirs and young choir conductors is held in the following categories:

A: Children Choirs (all singers up to 15 years of age included, 20-50 participants) 
B: Youth Choirs (up to 25 years of age, 20-50 participants)

C: Adult Choirs of Equal Voices(male or female, 20-50 participants)

D: Mixed Choirs (20-50 participants) 

E: Chamber choirs (12- 25 participants without age limit)

F: Children Vocal Ensembles (all singers up to 15 years of age, 5- 11 participants)
G: Adult Vocal Ensembles (5- 11 participants)
H: Latvian Sacred Music (without age limit and no limit on the number of singers) 
I: Contemporary sacred music (all works written not earlier than 1970, 5- 50 participants, no age limit)

J: Spiritual, gospel, jazz & pop (5- 50 participants, without age limit)
K: Choral conductors (birth year 2004 and younger)
L: Choral conductors (birth year 1994 and younger) 
The competition for choirs and vocal ensembles is divided into two rounds.
The first round of the competition is open both in person on 13 January in Daugavpils and remotely by video recording (the recording must be submitted by 10 December). In each category, the competitors will perform two sacred music compositions with a total duration of no more than 10 minutes. In all categories, at least one composition must be performed a cappella.
All competition requirements also apply to participants of category K and L. The Choral conducting Competition is a single-round competition, held only remotely by video recordings (the recording must be sent /submitted by 1 December). Participants of the choral conducting competition can record their conducting both with piano and with choir. The compositions/tracks must be in a single file on the YouTube platform. Recordings must be of good audio and video quality. A competitor in the choral conducting competition must be highly visible from the front view.
The performance will be evaluated by an international Jury using the system of 100 points, taking into account technique and artistic interpretation. The verdict of the Jury is final and indisputable. 

 All participants of the competition receive diplomas according to the points obtained.
· Contestants who, according to the jury's decision, receive 65-74.99 points, are awarded with a III degree Diploma; 
· Contestants, who receive  75– 84.99  points - II degree Diploma;
· Contestants, who receive  85– 100  points - I degree Diploma.

· The winners of the categories will be awarded with the Winner's Diploma and the Winner's Prize. 
The second round of the competition - the Grand Prix competition will be held in person on January 14 at 14:00 in Daugavpils Unity House concert hall. Collectives (choirs and vocal ensembles) that receive 90 or more points in the first round of the competition are advanced to the final of the competition. In the final of the competition, one freely chosen piece of sacred music with a total duration of up to 6 minutes must be played/performed. 
The following prizes are awarded to the best groups in the Grand Prix competition:
     Grand Prix and 1st Award – 3 000.00 EUR
2nd Award– 1500.00 EUR

3rd Award – 1000.00 EUR

Award for the best children's group (choir or ensemble) –  500.00 EUR
Award for the best vocal ensemble –  500.00 EUR
Competition participants are also awarded with special prizes.

5. Accreditation
The organisers of the Festival have the right to audio and video recordings and photographs. All expenses related to participation in the competition (including travel, meals and accommodation) are the responsibility of the participants. Entry fee for competition participants: 
· For groups (choirs and vocal ensembles) participating remotely with recordings for one category - 200.- Eur, for the next category – 150.- Eur. 
· For groups (choirs and vocal ensembles) participating in person for one category - 100.- Eur, for the next category – 75.- Eur. 
· Participation in the competition of Choral conductors – free of charge.
